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Bolland and Wiener Earn Victory in 2025 Show Jumping Hall of Fame
Jumper Classic Series West Conference Finals

Avery Glynn Wins West Coast Conference Leading Rider Award;
Faline Wins Leading Horse Award

Lexington, KY — October 22, 2025 — The 2025 Show Jumping Hall of Fame Jumper Classic Series
West Conference Presented by LEG Colorado Horse Shows held its year-end Finals at Temecula
Valley National Fall 3 on Sunday, October 19. Earning victory were Hannah Bolland of Fountain Hills,
AZ, in the $10,000 SJHOF 1.45m Junior/Amateur Jumper Final and Madison Wiener of Las Vegas, NV,
in the $10,000 STHOF 1.35m Junior/Amateur Jumper Final.

The Show Jumping Hall of Fame conducts its Jumper Classic Series with classes at approximately 80
horse shows each year. The Series hosts classes for junior and amateur riders at both 1.40-1.45m and
1.30-1.35m in two Conferences — the East Conference presented by Rood & Riddle and the West
Conference presented by LEG Colorado Horse Shows. The Series culminated in West Conference
Championship Finals for both divisions at Temecula Valley National Fall 3 in Temecula, California;
the overall Series Finals for both divisions take place at the Washington International Horse Show in
Upper Marlboro, Maryland.

The winners of the two 1.45m Finals each receive one of LAURACEA’s best-selling backpacks, and all
four Finals winners receive complimentary admission to the Hall of Fame’s annual Induction Ceremony
and Awards Gala in Wellington in March, during which they are honored for their achievements.

Both West Conference Finals featured courses designed by Meghan Rawlins (CAN), who set technical
tracks that challenged each horse-and-rider combination to the best of their ability. While no entry
managed to ride the $10,000 SJHOF 1.45m Junior/Amateur Jumper Final without fault, Bolland
answered most of the questions correctly to claim top honors with HB Equestrian LLC’s 11-year-old
Dutch Warmblood mare Jolie F.

Kennedy Chang of Laguna Beach, CA, who won the 1.35m Final in 2024, earned second place aboard
Alora Sporthorses LLC’s 9-year-old Warmblood mare Catch Me Du Grand Routheux. Brooke Mostman

of Westlake Village, CA, and Most Management Equestrian LLC’s 15-year-old Dutch Warmblood
gelding Feyon finished third.

In the $10,000 SJHOF 1.35m Junior/Amateur Jumper Final, seven entries advanced to the jump-off,
and four maintained their faultless rounds over the shortened course. Blazing 2.1 seconds ahead of her
fellow competitors was Wiener aboard her 12-year-old Belgian Warmblood mare Ciao Bella TD Z. The
pair stopped the clock in 37.005 seconds for the win.

Second-place honors went to Hannah Heidegger of Chatsworth, CA, for her 39.141-second time aboard
Monarch International’s 17-year-old Dutch Warmblood gelding Di Caprio RV. Sierra Warner of
Scottsdale, AZ, took third riding her 12-year-old Dutch Warmblood mare /mara M (0/0/39.780).
